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Outcomes of the ASEAN Foreign Ministers’ Meeting, 30" ASEAN Political-Security
Community Council Meeting, 37" ASEAN Coordinating Council Meeting,
and Joint ASEAN Foreign and Economic Ministers’ Meeting
25 October 2025, Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia

On 25 October 2025, His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister PRAK Sokhonn,
Minister of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation, attended the ASEAN Foreign
Ministers” Meeting (AMM ), 30" ASEAN Political-Security Community (APSC) Council
Meeting, 37" ASEAN Coordinating Council (ACC) Meeting, and Joint ASEAN Foreign and
Economic Ministers” Meeting in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia.

I. ASEAN Foreign Ministers’ Meeting (AMM )

The Meeting reaffirmed the commitment to advancing ASEAN Community building
towards the realisation of the ASEAN Community Vision 2045 adopted earlier this year.
The Meeting discussed developments under the Treaty of Amity and Cooperation in
Southeast Asia (TAC) and reiterated the importance of strengthening ASEAN Centrality
in ASEAN’s engagements with external partners. The Meeting also discussed the Follow-
up to the ASEAN Leaders’ Review and Decision on the Implementation of the Five-Point
Consensus ( 5PC) and reaffirmed the SPC as the main reference for ASEAN to address
the situation in Myanmar.

The Meeting looked forward to welcoming Timor-Leste as a full member of ASEAN
as Timor-Leste deposited its Instrument of Accession to the ASEAN Charter and
Instrument of Accession to the Treaty on the Southeast Asia Nuclear Weapon-Free Zone
(SEANWFZ). The Meeting adopted the Recommendations to Revitalise the ASEAN
Regional Forum ( ARF).

international law, the UN Charter and ASEAN Charter.
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As 2026 will be the 50" Anniversary of the TAC, His Excellency Deputy Prime
Minister emphasised that the Treaty remains an enduring framework that promotes
inclusivity, trust and partnership, not only among ASEAN Member States but also with all
external partners. He also reaffirmed support for Turkiye to become a Dialogue Partner
of ASEAN, and underscored the importance of broadening engagement with potential
partners in the context of the evolving global landscape and ASEAN's continued growth
as a dynamic Community.

II. The 30™ ASEAN Political-Security Community ( APSC) Council Meeting

The Meeting reviewed the progress in the implementation of the APSC Blueprint
2025 and endorsed its End-Term Review (ETR) Report. The Meeting reaffirmed the
commitment to fully implement the APSC Strategic Plan 2045 and improve its
implementation based on the recommendations of the ETR.

His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister highlighted that the conclusion of the APSC
Blueprint 2025 marks a pivotal transition towards the ASEAN Community Vision 2045,
which is anchored in resilience, innovation, dynamism and a people-centered approach.
He underlined the importance of leveraging ASEAN's convening power to promote
dialogue, preventive diplomacy and constructive engagement through ASEAN-led
mechanisms.

His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister also reaffirmed Cambodia’s commitment to
strengthening regional and international cooperation against cybercrime and advancing
the Women, Peace and Security (WPS) Agenda. While welcoming the successful
convening of the 2™ ASEAN WPS Summit, he commended Malaysia's leadership in
promoting the meaningful participation of women in peace and security processes, which
reaffirms ASEAN's collective commitment to empowering women as key contributors to
peace and resilience.

Ill. The 37" ASEAN Coordinating Council (ACC) Meeting

Looking forward to the official admission of Timor-Leste into ASEAN on 26 October
2025, the Meeting commended significant progress of Timor-Leste in acceding to ASEAN
legal instruments, enhancing institutional readiness, and actively engaging across all
three Community pillars. The Meeting encouraged continued support for Timor-Leste,
particularly through contributions to the Timor-Leste Unit at the ASEAN Secretariat, and
emphasised the importance of fulfilling all criteria outlined in the Roadmap on Ti




strengthen institutional capacity, mobilise resources efficiency, and establish
mechanisms to monitor and ensure effective implementation of its initiatives.

In addition, His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister reaffirmed Cambodia's support
for deeper regional economic integration, greater supply chain resilience, and innovation-
driven growth. He also expressed Cambodia's full support for the Chair's proposed
deliverables for the upcoming 47" ASEAN Summit and Related Summits.

IV.  Joint ASEAN Foreign and Economic Ministers Meeting

The Meeting noted the briefing by the ASEAN Geoeconomics Task Force (AGTF),
and called for greater synergy across both political and economic pillars to synchronise
the strategies in navigating an increasingly complex and fragmented geopolitical and
geoceconomic landscape. The Meeting also urged for the AGTF's recommendations to be
anchored in the forthcoming ASEAN Economic Community ( AEC) Strategic Plan ( 2026-
2030) in order to ensure coherence with ASEAN’s broader vision of a resilient, inclusive,
and sustainable regional economy.

During the Meeting, His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister PRAK Sokhonn
underscored the importance of strengthening ASEAN unity and promoting cross-pillar
coordination to effectively address the growing intersection of economic and security
concerns. He emphasised the need for a genuine cross-pillar approach - linking the
political, security and economic dimensions of ASEAN cooperation.

Reaffirming Cambodia‘s steadfast support for multilateralism and the principles of
the WTO, His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister encouraged ASEAN to play a more active
role in shaping global rules governing digital trade, investment facilitation and the green
transition. He further called for deeper regional integration through enhancing intra-
ASEAN trade, connectivity, digital transformation, and the timely implementation of key
frameworks such as the AEC Strategic Plan (2026-2030 ), the ASEAN Digital Economy
Framework Agreement, and relevant regional free trade agreements ( FTAs).

V. Signing Ceremony of the Instrument of Accession to the Treaty of Amity and
Cooperation in Southeast Asia (TAC)

On the sidelines of the Meeting, His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister PRAK Sokhonn
and other ASEAN Foreign Ministers witnessed the Signing Ceremony of the Instrument
of Accession to the TAC by the Republic of Finland. Her Excellency Elina Valtonen,
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Finland, affrmed the commitment to ASEAN's
values and principles of peaceful coexistence, mutual respect, and friendly g 3t
in Southeast Asia.

V1. Bilateral Meeting on the Sidelines of the Meetings

His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister PRAK Sokhonn held a bilateka t-_ ae] :
Her Excellency Ma. Theresa P. Lazaro, Secretary of Foreign Affairs of tAeS
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Excellency Ferdinand Romualdez Marcos Jr., President of the Philippines in September
2025, and exchanged views on the establishment of the ASEAN Observer Team ( AOT )
to monitor the full and effective implementation of the ceasefire between Cambodia and
Thailand. His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister reaffirmed Cambodia‘s close cooperation
with and full support for the Philippines’ ASEAN Chairmanship next year. With a view to
deepening and strengthening bilateral relations, both ministers discussed the
preparations for the 5™ Joint Commission for Bilateral Cooperation between Cambodia
and the Philippines, which will be hosted by Cambodia in 2026, with the exact date to be
coordinated through diplomatic channels.
