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Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo HUN SEN, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, will lead a high-delegation to attend the 14" China-ASEAN
EXPO from 11-13 September 2017 in Nanning city, Guangxi Province, People’s
Republic of China, at the invitation of the Chinese Government.

The delegation includes His Excellency PAN Sorasak, Minister of Commerce
and other members of the Royal Government of Cambodia.

Samdech Techo HUN SEN will deliver his remarks at the Opening Ceremony of
the 14" China-ASEAN EXPO, with the aim to further promote trade relations between
ASEAN and China as well as to attract Chinese investors and tourists to the ASEAN
Region.

Thereafter, Samdech Techo will preside over the ribbon cutting ceremony to
inaugurate the national pavilion of Cambodia as well as visit Cambodia’s trade
exhibition hall. Samdech Techo will also attend the opening ceremony of the national
pavilion of Brunei Darussalam.

During his stay in China, Samdech Techo HUN SEN will meet with
H.E. Mr. Zhang Gaoli, Vice Premier of the People’s Republic of China, and receive
separate courtesy calls by H.E. Mr. Song Tao, Minister of International Liaison
Department of the Communist Party of China Central Committee, H.E. Mr. Chen Wu,
Governor of the Quangxi Province.
