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Permanent Representative of the Kingdom of Cambodia to the United Nations in New York
Requests the United Nations Security Council to "demand that the Thai Armed Forces
immediately cease their illegal armed aggression against the Kingdom of Cambodia”.

On 10 December 2025, His Excellency Keo Chhea, Permanent Representative of
Kingdom of Cambodia to the United Nations in New York, submitted a letter to His
Excellency Samuel Zbogar, Permanent Representative of the Republic of Slovenia to the
United Nations, President of the United Nations Security Council (UNSC), to bring the
UNSC's urgent attention and to request the latter to take a decisive action on a series of
unprovoked, unjustified, unlawful, and escalating armed aggressions committed by the
Thai Armed Forces against the Kingdom of Cambodia, which have started since 7
December 2025 and continued unabated.

The Permanent Representative of Cambodia informed the President of the UNSC
that, "On 7 December 2025, at 14:15, Thai Armed Forces opened fire on Cambodian
positions with heavy weapons, continuing until 14:32. Later that same day, from 20:02
until 20:50, they fired numerous mortar rounds aimed at multiple Cambodian locations.
On 8 December 2025, beginning at 05:04, Thai forces... escalated their assault by using
mortars, tanks, heavy artillery, drones, war planes, and toxic smoke against our positions
in multiple areas along the border in Preah Vihear and Oddar Meanchey provinces.
...Thailand’'s deployment of fighter aircrafts, have been brutal and indiscriminate, and
conducted in the most blatant disregard of civilian lives and in total disrespect of
international humanitarian norms.”

His Excellency Keo Chhea added that as of now, "Thai forces extend
into non-combat, civilian zones within Banteay Meanchey province in viol
agreements and terms set forth in the Kuala Lumpur Peace Accord to |
dispute and border demarcation through peaceful means and internatignal
refrain from the threat or use of force... Thai armed forces continue expand h
into other non-combat, civilian zones within two other Cambodian province
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Battambang... resulted in numerous death and injuries, including innocent civilians,
extensive destruction of their homes, public infrastructure, and protected national heritage
monuments, including the Temple of Preah Vihear. Thailand's deliberate and
indiscriminate targeting of civilian areas constitutes a serious breach of international
humanitarian law, in particular with regards to its obligations to distinguish at all time
between civilian and military targets and prohibition of attacks at civilians.”

Despite these serious provocations and sustained attacks that have placed
Cambodia in an increasingly precarious and dangerous situation, the Permanent
Representative of Cambodia clearly reaffirmed that, "Cambodia has remained fully
committed to its obligations as set forth in the Charter of the United Nations—most
importantly Article 2(3) on the peaceful settlement of disputes and Article 2(4) on the
prohibition of force.. Cambodia does not wish to be compelled into considering means of
response other than through diplomacy and dialogue to defend its people and uphold its
territorial integrity... Cambodian forces have exercised maximum restraint and refrained
from retaliatory response for 24 hours... However, Cambodia reserves its right to self-
defense in accordance with Article 51 of the Charter of the United Nations.”

In relation to the existing mechanisms and agreements to which Thailand and
Cambodia are parties including the principle of uti juris possidetis, His Excellency Keo
Chhea emphasized that, “Thailand’s actions represent a flagrant and continuous violation
of the Ceasefire Agreement of 28 July 2025 and a fundamental breach of the Kuala
Lumpur Peace Accord, signed on 26 October 2025, whereby Thailand has unilaterally
announced its suspension, undermining it through its offensive cross-border military
operations based on unilaterally-drawn maps contrary to the mutually agreed maps at the
scale of 1/200,000, which are the results of the demarcation work of the Commission of
Delimitation of the Boundary between Indo-China and Siam established by the Convention
of 1904 and the Treaty of 1907 between France and Siam, recognized by the International
Court of Justice (ICJ ) and reaffirmed by Cambodia and Thailand in the Memorandum of
Understanding on the Survey and Demarcation of the Land Boundary signed on 14 June

was published in the UN Treaty Series.”

Having seen Thai Armed Forces continue to severely impede//
progress painstakingly achieved through bilateral negotiations a _':
facilitations; the seriousness of the situation on the ground; considered :
to prevent further deterioration; pursuant to Articles 34 and 35(1) of the



United Nations; and mindful of the Secretary-General's authority under Article 99, the
Permanent Representative of Cambodia respectfully requests the UNSC to:

1.  “Unequivocally condemn Thailand's unprovoked armed aggression against the
Kingdom of Cambodia in violation of Article 2(4) of the Charter of the United
Nations and fundamental principles of international law;”

2. "Demand an immediate cessation of all attacks by Thai Armed Forces,
including artillery bombardments and fighter aircraft operations, in violation of
Cambodia‘s sovereignty and territory;”

3. “Demand that the Thai Armed Forces immediately cease their illegal armed
aggression against Cambodia, halt all attempts to invade or encroach
Cambodia's sovereignty and territory through the use of unilaterally-drawn
maps, and fully respect internationally recognized borders and legally binding
instruments:;”

4. “Demand that Thailand cease all violations of international humanitarian law,
including attacks on civilian areas and civil targets, and comply fully with the
principles of humanity, distinction, and proportionality; and fully respect
Cambodia’s sovereignty and territorial integrity;”

5. “Dispatch an independent United Nations fact-finding mission to ascertain the
facts on the ground, investigate Thailand’s viclations of international law, and

determine its responsibility for civilian casualties and material destruction.”

After having urgently appealed the UNSC to take decisive action, His Excellency
Keo Chhea reiterated that, "Cambodia remains firmly committed to peaceful dialogue,
diplomacy, and adherence to international law..to fully implement the Ceasefire
Agreement and the Kuala Lumpur Peace Accord... However, Cambodia cannot—and
should not—be expected to endure these unrelenting and unlawful aggression indefinitely.”
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
